	The Application form is now 6 pages long.  Pages 1-3 are information only pages; pages 4-6 request important content from the applicant. Let’s quickly look at each page,

	Page 1
	Page 1, Discusses the various types of groups ADF may fund,

	Page 2
	Page 2, Outlines ADF’s selection criteria,

	Page 3
	Page 3, Provides an overview of the ADF application process,

	Page 4
	Page 4, is the coversheet with important contact and summary information about the appliaction,

	Page 5
	And finally Pages 5,  (pause) and …

	Page 6
	and Page 6 contain the 25 questions structured in a way to collect the critical information ADF needs to make a preliminary funding decision.  It is very important that the applicant carefully complete each part of the application.  Again, these would be,

	Page 4
	Page 4, the cover sheet, and 

	Page 5 
	Page 5 important information about the Organization (see part A) and Part B requests information about the Current financial situation (point).  Then on 

	Page 6 
	Page 6, part C are 10 questions about the funding request, and finally at the bottom of page 6 (point) are four critical attachments needed to make the application complete. 

	
	That is it! Much simpler and more direct than the previous application format. A big improvement!
